Bikeygees e.V.: Empowering
Through Cycling

Founded in 2016 by Annette Kruger and Anne Seebach, Bikeygees e.V. is an intercultural
project in Berlin that teaches women with migrant or refugee backgrounds how to ride
bicycles. The initiative promotes empowerment and mobility, enabling participants to better
integrate into society. By 2023, the organization had conducted over 1,000 training
sessions, teaching more than 1,700 women and girls to cycle.
